ENTRIES: Dressage Classes $20, Combined Test $50, Horse Trials $65 . Entries close

May 3 and September 27. Refund policy: Full refund before closing date. Checks payable to Oakendale Farm.

All entries must be presented with a negative coggins (dated with in the last 12 months)

Classes maybe combined or split depending on entries, at show management’s discretion.

Show management reserves the right to refuse any entry.

SEND ENTRIES TO: Organizer c/o Oakendale Farm 315 Shrub Rd. Bristol, CT 06010
LATE POLICY: Any entry which is postmarked after the closing date shall have an added $10 late fee. The late fee plus the entry must be delivered to the show organizer before the date of the show. If the organizer receives an entry after the closing date without the late fee, the exhibitor will be required to pay the fee before competing. JUMPING: Jumping rounds will be scored on faults and refusals. Fall of horse or rider is immediate elimination. Jumper derby courses will contain both stadium and cross country fences. The derby course will be jumped immediately after your stadium round. After finishing your stadium course you will be allowed time to regroup and then a whistle will be blown and you will start your derby round. The derby course contains no water element. 
JUDGES: May 8th – Doris Carlson, October 2nd – Kari Allen, Jumping judges may be different if entries warrant.
STARTING TIMES: Will be sent via email and posted on the Oakendale Farm web site: www.oakendalefarm.com the Thursday before each show.
AWARDS: 6 ribbons for each class/division. Award for the Highest Dressage test of the day. Award for the lowest Combined Test and Horse Trails score of the day.
ARENAS: All dressage classes will be held in a sand. Jumping will be held on grass.

DIRECTIONS: 
From Hartford take 84 West to exit 38 (Bristol, Rt 6), follow for 5 miles, Stephen’s Auto Mall on right, take right onto Stafford Avenue, second traffic light take left onto Stevens Street, stop sign take right onto Jerome Avenue, take first left onto Shrub Road, farm ¼ mile on right.

From Waterbury take 84 East to exit 31 (Bristol), take left onto Rt 229, follow for 3 miles, take left onto Rt 6, first right onto Jerome Ave., follow for approximately 2 miles take left onto Shrub Road, farm ¼ mile on right.

From Torrington take rt 118 to rt 4 East, to Burlington center, take right onto rt 69, follow for approximately 4 miles, cross into Bristol, take left onto Shrub Road, farm 1 mile on left. 

All riders must wear ASTM/SEI approved helmets!
